HOMEWORK 
Homework is assigned Monday -Thursday in K -
8. Students at Compass are engaged in direct 
instruction during the school day, they re-
ceive guided practice of homework assign-
ments at school and are expected to use in-
dependent practice at home. Homework 
“demand” generally follows the “rule” of 10 
min. per grade plus reading. For example, if 
you have a 4th grade student, their home-
work could take 40 minutes per night plus 20 
minutes of reading.  
Parents can help students be successful with 
homework by providing a consistent schedule 
and location free from distractions for com-
pleting homework. Check your child’s home-
work folder and agenda book nightly.  
High School students must complete an Hon-
ors Rigor and Conduct Form.  

TRAFFIC FLOW  
For student Drop -off and Pick -up, 
parents will enter the back park-
ing lot and drive behind the gym-
nasium building toward the play-
ground. Students can load the ve-
hicle when it is parallel to the 
cafeteria.  
Please don’t make arrangements 
with your child to meet you in an-
other location for pickup as this 
prevents adult supervision and 
creates a safety issue.  
WATCH OUT for students walking 
and riding bikes!  
Also, please be kind and courte-
ous to other drivers by not leaving 
your vehicle while in the drop -off/
pick -up line.  
When you come to visit or volun-
teer, you may enter and park in 
the front parking lot. Remember to 
check in at the school office.  STAYING INFORMED AND INVOLVED

money on an account will be given a peanut 
butter sandwich the first day, no lunch the 

second day.

Students with a valid drivers license may drive 
to school as long as they are a student in “good 
standing” and have an Application for Student 
Parking on file. Students are required to pur-

chase a $15 Compass Parking Permit and to park 
in the designated student parking spaces.
